The Benson, 1045 Madison Avenue, Garden Terrace Duplex

One of 15 homes in The Benson, a new development on the Upper East Side designed by AD100 architect Peter 
Pennoyer, the four-bedroom garden terrace duplex has an aesthetic that’s more classic than contemporary, with details like 
crown moldings and hand-painted cabinetry. The sprawling residence has two terraces: a smaller space off the living room 
with a garden, and another accessible via a pair of French doors in the kitchen and dining area that’s a 50-foot courtyard 
with a European feel.
